Chwarae Manod 

This old granite quarry runs along the hillside to the east of Blaenau high street and is approached by a 2 minute walk across open access land  . There are two areas . The central quarried walls reach up to 50 meters high  and contain a number of well bolted sport routes . The far right hand non quarried section is the narrow leaning wall of Black Percy and other traditional lines .
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1.Smearcat  5+  15m






20.10.2011

The clean compact black streaked slab to a single bolt lower off.

2.Primal Odyssey  6c  15m





12.11.2011

Usually climbed in one 30meter  pitch with Smearcat . Step up right from the Smearcat belay and make tricky moves through the overlap.Take the left edge of the wall above to a bolt belay 

3.Sea of Tranquility  20m   6c





12.11.2011

A fine exposed line up the centre of the headwall to the overlap . The crack in the overlap can be a challenge . Double bolt belay .

4.Purple wind  20m   6c+





20.11.2011

The right hand line leaving the belay of Sea  of Tranquility has some very condensed moves through a small overlap to gain much easier climbing directly above . Step left at the top to finish up the crack as for Sea….

5.Superstrength Londis 15m  6b




1.10.2011

The steep ramp on small edges to a good clean jug. Finish up and rightwards to the shared belay.

6.The girl in the pink wellies  15m  6b+



1.10.2011

A hard steep start gains the clean slab. Continue direct on tiny edges .

7. The Vaughan Identity  15m   6a+




1.10.2011

A tricky start quickly leads to an easy romp up the groove in the slab.

8.Rupert’s Morphic Resonance 15m  6a+




29.102011

The groove at the right edge of the slab is hard to enter . The overlap can be taken on the left or right then continue direct to belay.
